Facilitate Reuse

It is widely acknowledged that software asset reuse is an effec-
tive way to reduce costs and save time. Reuse is not limited to
code or data — virtually all development assets are candidates
for reuse, including models, test scripts, requirements speci-
fications, project plans, or documents. But to be effectively
reused, the items must be accessible and searchable. When
spread across multiple repositories, organizations, and projects,
reuse is virtually impossible. Unlike a development environ-
ment comprised of separate point products and repositories,
SourceForge provides centralized access to all project assets, as
well as the ability to search across projects.

The value of reuse is also evidenced by the clear global trend
toward adoption of open source software and components.
But with that growth comes certain risks. There are more

than 50 open source licenses that have been approved by the
Open Source Initiative, with hundreds more in active use. It is
imperative to know what licenses your teams consume and the
obligations therein.

This applies not only to open source operating systems and
applications, but also to components or code snippets that may
have inadvertently been integrated into your proprietary code
base. protexIP employs advanced Digital Code Print technol-
ogy and an online KnowledgeBase of thousands of open source
projects and their associated licenses to quickly and accurately
identify matching open source code within your software. It
then evaluates associated software licenses and determines con-
flicts and constraints on your code’s use.

Mitigate Risks, Support Regulatory Compliance

Many of the controls that are being implemented to meet
SOX compliance requirements are likely to be manual, paper-
driven, or simply add-on processes rather than something
integrated into the development process. SourceForge can
automate or facilitate many of the control activities involved
with SOX compliance, particularly the controls around plan-

ning/program management and change management.
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Initiate protexIP code analysis from within the SourceForge
environment. View results summary and drill down to review
details and remediate issues within protexIP. Gain visibility
into origins of software assets and identify related license
obligations.
